2. Admission Policy

The Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering admits the students who, in addition to
the above, have a wide range of intellectual interests, internationality and ethics, as well as a high degree of
specialized knowledge and Research and Development (R&D) capabilities in information science and technology
and in electrical and electronic engineering, and aim to become a researcher or an engineer who takes leadership in
new R&D in the fields of computers, software, communication, electronic devices, electronic circuits, electrical
apparatus, and measurement and control to address the changes in our society.

The doctoral program in Information Science and Technology welcomes students who have deep
understanding of fundamental theories including mathematics and relevant specialized knowledge, and
aspire to the following:

- Engineers or researchers who have international mind, creativity and self-initiative, and can make novel proposals
and solve tough problems;

- Leaders who blaze the trail in the future highly sophisticated information society understanding the demands of
society and industry;

- Persons who continuously cultivate their own R&D capabilities through active interactions and interchanges of ideas
with people from different sectors.

The doctoral program in Electrical and Electronic Engineering welcomes the following students:

- Students with independence and self-initiative who can identify challenges by their own in an area of electrical
engineering, electronics or information science, establish problems to be solved, and learn things and use them to
find the essential solutions;

degrees by March 31, 2026.

Persons who have completed their formal education by taking correspondence courses through non-Japanese

universities, an educational institution which received the designation of Article 156.3 in Enforcement

Regulations for the School Education Law, or the United Nations University, who have passed an examination

or a screening equivalent to the regulations by Article 16.2 in Standards for the Establishment of Graduate

Schools, and who are recognized to have an academic ability equivalent to Master’s degree holders by the

Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering.

Persons who have qualifications approved by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and

Technology of Japan.

A) Persons who, after graduating from universities, have engaged for two or more years in research at
universities or research institutes, and have been recognized to have an academic ability equivalent to
Master’s degree holders. This recognition is given by the Graduate School of Information Science and
Electrical Engineering, Kyushu University, on the basis of their previous research.

B) Persons who, after finishing 16 years of academic education through correspondence courses run by
foreign educational establishments, have engaged for two or more years in research at universities or
research institutes and have been recognized to have an academic ability equivalent to Master’s degree
holders. This recognition is given by the Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical
Engineering, Kyushu University, on the basis of their previous research.

Persons who are evaluated by individual screenings of requirements for admission conducted by the Graduate

School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering, Kyushu University to have an academic ability

equivalent to or surpassing that of the Master’s degree holders or Professional degree holders, and are at least



24 years of age as of April 1, 2026 .
<Note> Those who intend to apply in accordance with qualification (7) or (8) are required to submit Application for

Recognition of Academic Requirements and related documents described in item 10) of section 5.
4. Application Procedures

Applicants must prepare the documents which correspond to any of the following and submit them to the Student
Affairs Division, Faculty of Engineering, Kyushu University. Electronic files of application form can be downloaded
from the ISEE website. Downloaded and filled out application forms must be printed single-sided on A4-size sheets
for submission.

When the documents are sent by postal mail, they must be sent by registered special delivery

mail with “Application form for Doctoral Program (ISEE) (General Selection)” written in red on the envelope.

5. Application Documents

1) Application Form for Admission: Fill out all the items on the designated application form including the
department of your choice, the research subject of your interest and your academic background.

2) Brief Personal History: Fill out all the items on the designated form.

3) Examination Admission Slip: Complete the form prescribed by ISEE.

4)  Academic Achievement Record Sheet: Complete and submit this sheet together with reprints or photo/scanned
copies of journal papers and photo/scanned copies of the proceedings papers or their summaries in an arbitrary
format.

5) Research plan: Describe a detailed research plan to be undertaken after entrance. (Use A4 size sheets, portrait
style, single-sided printing. Any format is acceptable. Length is limited to 2 pages including figures and tables.)

6) Certificate of (expected) completion of program or Diploma: Must have been issued by the educational
institution whose program the applicant completed most recently. Applicants who are expected to complete a
master’s program must submit the certificate of completion by the end of March. *You must submit your
original certificate, not a photocopy.

In case you are unable to submit it, You will no longer be eligible for admission. If there is a possibility that
you cannot submit it, please refer to “9. Individual Evaluation of Academic Requirements”.

7)  Academic transcript: Must have been issued by the educational institution whose program the applicant
completed most recently. *You must submit your original certificate, not a photocopy.

8) A stamped envelope to send back the Examination Admission Slip: An envelope (235x120mm in size) affixed
with a 110-yen stamp with the applicant’s name, address and postal code. (Applicants currently in the Master’s
Program of the Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering of Kyushu University and
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Applicants who living in abroad are exempt.)

9)  Application for Recognition of Academic Requirements: This is only required for persons who intend to apply
in accordance with qualification (7) or (8). Fill out the provided form. Persons who intend to apply in
accordance with qualification (8) are required to attach a document which supports that the applicant has an
academic ability equivalent to or surpassing that of the Maser’s degree holders or Professional degree holders.

10) Address Form: Write the applicant’s name, address and postal code as they appear in the Application Form for
Admission. Only applicants who live in Japan should submit this document.

11) A document that certifies payment of Application Fee 30,000yen: This is not required for the applicant who is
a student of a Master’s or Professional Program of Kyushu University.

12) A photocopy of Resident Card or Passport: Only international students must submit.

$CMEXT Scholarship Students are able to apply with the documents which they submitted through MEXT instead

of the prescribed documents excluding the application form.

If any falsification of application documents is discovered at a later date, the applicant may be

disqualified, or his/her admission may be revoked even after enrollment.

6. Applicants with Disabilities

Kyushu University provides handicapped applicants with assistance for the entrance examination and learning
plan on a necessary basis and is always available for consulting. Assistance for the entrance examination may take
time depending on the case. Submit the following documents to the contact point specified in ‘16. Contact
Information’ by Fri., November 21, 2025:
