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Outline of the “Global course for Master’s degree”

The international Master’s programs, which is designated as “Global course for Master’s degree” of the
Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering of Kyushu University offers classes,
learning instructions, and research supervising in English for students who hardly understand scientific
and technical contents in Japanese but wishes to take a master’s degree in the field of information science
and electrical engineering. The enrollment starts annually in October and its standard period is 2 years.
Individuals who have graduated a university, or will have graduated before enrollment, or have equivalent
qualification may apply. An entrance examination is assigned to applicants. A student can take one of the
following degrees when he/she complete the course; Master of Engineering, Master of Science, Master of

Information Science or Master of Philosophy.

2. Admission Policy

Kyushu University welcomes, in order to achieve the philosophy and purpose of its Education Charter,
the students who, on the basis of comprehensive learning of fundamental courses in high school, acquire
the attitude to learn on their own through the liberal arts education and the fundamental specialized
education given at the university, examine and analyze creatively and critically their own raised questions,
and grow into human beings who have the ability to solve problems from a broad perspective in
collaboration with other people.

The Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering admits the students who, in
addition to the above, have a wide range of intellectual interests, internationality and ethics, as well as a
high degree of specialized knowledge and R & D capabilities in information science and technology and in
electrical and electronic engineering, and aim to become a researcher or an engineer who takes leadership
in new R & D in the fields of computers, software, communication, electronic devices, electronic circuits,
electrical apparatus, and measurement and control to address the changes in our society.

3. Application Qualification

(1) Applicants who have graduated from universities or colleges set forth in Article 83 of the School
Education Act or are expected to graduate from such universities or colleges by September 30, 2027.

(2) Applicants who have bachelor’s degrees awarded pursuant to the regulations of section 7, Article 104
of the School Education Act (applicants with bachelor’s degrees awarded by the National Institution
for Academic Degrees and Quality Enhancement of Higher Education) or are expected to be awarded
bachelor’s degrees by September 30, 2027.

(3) Applicants who have completed 16 years of formal education in their home countries or are expected
to complete their education by September 30, 2027.

(4) Applicants who have completed 16 years of formal education in foreign countries by taking
correspondence courses offered in Japan or are expected to complete the aforementioned by September
30, 2027.

(5) Applicants who have completed formal education at foreign educational institutions in Japan which
are positioned by the school system of such foreign countries as facilities that have curricula

equivalent to universities (those who completed the education must be regarded to have completed 16

Applicants who have been awarded or are expected to be awarded by September 30, 2027 degrees
equivalent to bachelor’s degrees by completing the courses with the period for completion of three
years or more at foreign universities or foreign schools (assessed by the foreign governments or
accreditation organizations of such countries or specified as equivalent to such educational
institutions by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports and Science and Technology). (The
completion of the courses includes completion of the courses in Japan through correspondence courses
provided by foreign educational institutions and completion of formal education at foreign educational
institutions in Japan which are positioned by the school system of such foreign countries as facilities
that have curricula equivalent to universities and specified as such institutions by the Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports and Science and Technology as prescribed in the preceding item.)
Applicants who have completed specialist courses of technical colleges (only those courses which
satisfy all the requirements set by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports and Science and
Technology including the period for completion being four years or more) after the date designated by
the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports and Science and Technology or are expected to compete
such courses by September 30, 2027.

Applicants who are designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports and Science and
Technology.

Applicants who were admitted to graduate schools under section 2, Article 102 of the School Education
Act and are recognized by the Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering to

have appropriate academic abilities for receiving education provided in the graduate school.

(10) Applicants who are recognized to have academic abilities equivalent to those who graduated from

universities by means of a qualification screening conducted by the Graduate School of Information

Science and Electrical Engineering and are at least 22 years of age as of October 1, 2027.

(11) Applicants who completed 15 years of formal education in foreign countries and recognized as having

acquired all predetermined credits with excellent results by the Graduate School of Information

Science and Electrical Engineering.

(12) Applicants who have completed 15 years of formal education in foreign countries by taking

correspondence courses offered in Japan and recognized as having acquired all predetermined credits

with excellent results by the Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering.

(13) Applicants who have completed formal education at foreign educational institutions in Japan which

are positioned by the school system of such foreign countries as facilities that have curricula
equivalent to universities (those who completed the education must be regarded to have completed 15
years of formal education in those countries) and specified as such institutions by the Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports and Science and Technology, and recognized as having acquired all
predetermined credits with excellent results by the Graduate School of Information Science and

Electrical Engineering.
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<Notes on filing an application>
*If you are an employee of a government agency or a company or wish to enroll with a qualification (2)
or any of (9)-(13) above, consult the International Student Section, Student Affairs Division, School of
Engineering, Kyushu University prior to submission of an online application. Applicants who file
applications in accordance with the qualifications (9)-(13) above shall undergo the preliminary
screening process for application qualification.
*Those who have applied for this examination are not eligible to apply for the Master’s program of the
Graduate school of Information Science and Electrical Engineering to be held in the 2026 academic
year (It’s also not acceptable to apply for a different department than the one you apply for in this
examination)
*Applicants wishing to apply to the master’s program must contact their prospective supervisor in
advance by email or other means, regardless of their graduated university. Supervisors who are able
to accept master’s course students are listed on the website of the Graduate School of Information
Science and Electrical Engineering at Kyushu University.

4. Application Procedure

Applicants must access the Graduate School Entrance Examination Online Application System
(hereinafter referred to as the “Online Application System”) and, after creating an account, enter the
required information in the system. Prior to applying, applicants must prepare all documents listed in “5.
Application Documents” and upload them to the system within the application period.

Applicants must confirm on the “Application Status / Result Confirmation” page of the Online Application
System that the Application Status is marked as “Submitted” and the Application is marked as
“Completed.” If both of these items are not marked as “Completed,” the application has not been finalized.
In such cases, applicants must review their registration information and complete the application without
fail.

If after the application deadline has passed, the Application Status is not marked as “Submitted” or the
Application is not marked as “Completed,” the application will not be accepted.

The URL of the Online Application System will be published on the website of the Faculty of Information

Science and Electrical Engineering (https!/www.isee.kyushu-u.ac.jp/e/admissions master.html) around

the start date of the input periods described in “9. Application Period (Input Period for the Online
Application System)” and “11. Preliminary Eligibility Screening.” While the Online Application System
includes a field for indicating a preferred prospective supervisor, applicants should be aware that this does

not guarantee placement in that supervisor’s laboratory after admission.

5. PSD Pre-Application Evaluation

In principle, applicants who have graduated (or are expected to graduate) from a university overseas
(bachelor’s program) must submit a Pre-Application Evaluation through Kyushu University Pre-
Admission Support Desk (PSD) no later than 11:00 p.m. on Sunday, April 26, 2026, and obtain a result
indicating that they are permitted to apply before submitting their application.

However, this requirement does not apply to those who are currently enrolled as Research Students in the
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Graduate School of Information Science and Electrical Engineering at Kyushu University, nor to those who
have been accepted as Japanese Government (MEXT) scholars.

Please note that PSD Pre-Application Evaluation results issued in previous years are invalid; therefore,
individuals who have undergone PSD Pre-Application Evaluation in the past must apply again.

The PSD Pre-Application Evaluation only indicates whether an applicant is eligible to apply; it does not
imply admission. Therefore, in order to take the entrance examination, applicants must submit a separate
application through the Online Application System.

Applicants must enter their PSD account ID number and the date on which they received notification of

eligibility to apply in the designated fields of the Online Application System.

Applicants wishing to take the General Examination must upload Application Documents 1, 2, 7, and 8 to
the Online Application System between Monday, June 15 and Friday, June 19, 2026. The screening results
will be notified to those who wish to take the Special Examination by Thursday, May 7, 2026 and to those
who wish to take the General Examination by Tuesday, June 30, 2026 from the chairs of departments. For
those who passed the qualification screening, their application documents will be automatically accepted

Applicants for the

oral examination will be selected based on their academic transcripts and any related documents from

their most recent university. The selection results will be notified in early June (2026) when the

examination admission slip is displayed online.

Applicants who were not selected, or did not pass the oral examination will be required to take the

written examination.

When
the applications for this program made by those students are approved, their annual tuition fee will be the
sum of tuition fees over the normal number of years divided by the planned number of years for completion.
